Statistics in this chart are based on an analysis by Media Access Australia of printed program guides for each channel for one week during August 2011 and April 2013.

Note that ‘new programs’ are those which have never been shown before on the multichannel or an affiliate. ‘Repeat programs’ may be repeats from a network’s primary channel, in which case they will probably be captioned, or repeats from the multichannel itself or an affiliate multichannel, in which case they probably won’t be captioned.
